McBeain tossed a perfect game as Kirkwood dumped Northeast Community College of
Nebraska, 14-0, in the second game of a conference doubleheader at the Kirkwood field.

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Hansen leads the nation in RBIs (69), ranks third in batting average (.547) and is fifth in home
runs (13).

Taylor Nearad went 4-for-7 in the doubleheader with two RBIs. DoniRae Mayhew and Morgan
Frost had three hits and Frost drove in four runs.

Kirkwood raised its records to 39-2 overall and 17-1 in the conference. Northeast fell to 20-27
overall and 9-11 in the league.

Kirkwood's doubleheader Saturday against lowa Lakes has been postponed due to the threat of
rain and rescheduled for Monday at 1 p.m. at Kirkwood.
