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Linn-Mar junior Nic Uhlir is the winner of the Metro Spotlight Award for high school boys this
week, the Metro Sports Report announced Sunday.

Uhlir is a sharp-shooting guard for the Linn-Mar boys basketball team, which has a 9-6 overall
record and 7-3 mark in the Mississippi Valley Conference. He has made 38 3-pointers, which is
tied for the most in the MVC with Jordan Bohannon of Linn-Mar and Drew Marchesani of Cedar
Falls.
